Candidates who fail to
register their options online will not be considered for allotment under any
circumstances. Options submitted to the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations by
Fax/Post/Hand delivery will not be processed or considered for the allotment of seats.

4) Transfer Certificate and Conduct Certificate from the institution where the
Candidate studied last.

5)  Orginals of all uploaded documents / certificates

6) Permanent Registration certificate from Kerala Nurses & Midwives Council.

7)  Experience certificate

8) Candidate who passed their qualifying examination from Universities/Boards
outside the state shall produce an Eligibility Certificate from KUHS, to the effect
that the qualifying examination has been recognised by the University.

9) Order of relief from the Institution where they are working (in the case of
service candidates)

10) Required bond duly filled up and signed by the candidate and sureties

Candidates who do not take admission within the specified dates shall lose their
allotment as well as their further claims in the Centralized Allotment Process (CAP).

Note: The allotment to the service quota candidates will be done through spot
allotment which will be held on 16.09.2019, 11.30 am. Detailed notification will be
published later.
